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Tanzania has a population of about 35+ million, made up of 120 tribal groups. As well as being one of the poorest countries in the world it also has great problems with malaria and AIDS. Many children are orphans or do not have a secure home. In Mbeya (the region where Grassroots concentrates its efforts) 4000 children live on the streets. Those children who do have homes technically have the right to free education, but the hidden costs make it impossible for many. This has led to many children never getting to go to school. 

Grassroots  sponsors some of the children of the poorest families through school – giving them hope of a better future and so guiding them away from a life on the streets. We are looking for people in the UK to partner us in this task. Your regular gift will enable Grassroots to help change a child’s future.

STANDARD Sponsorship (including Nursery & Primary)

Costs start at £3.50 per month

This is aimed at children who are weaned to finishing primary education. Due to some children starting school late some of them are well into their teens before they complete primary school. The usual age a child starts school in Tanzania was 7. However in the last year or two the introduction of the equivalent to the UK “reception” class in the UK has now lowered the age to 5 ½-6 years of age. Acceptance of your child into the scheme is based on local knowledge of that child’s home situation. Many are orphans, or have lost one parent. Others have two parents but come from very poor homes. We do not have a “one child per family can be sponsored” rule, as we feel this discriminates. So what does your money provide?
If the child you sponsor is under school age they receive daily from the Grassroots centre

* Daily milk or porridge, Medical care ,Weekly meal 

If the child is Standard R-7 at school they will receive

* Weekly meal, Uniform, Socks, Pants, School bag, Exercise books and pencils/pen

* A grant towards shoes, contribution to the school (when starting), extra tuition in Standard 7

* Medical Care

SECONDARY Sponsorship

Costs £15 per month

With the cancelation of debt over the last few years, Tanzania has put a lot of effort into building secondary schools. This is fabulous as many more children are given the opportunity of furthering their education. In Tanzania every child sits national Government exams taken in the last year of Primary School.  If a child passes these exam the Government allocates the child a school. This can be local but could also be a boarding school several miles away. This has put us in the position where there is no longer a standard cost for secondary school. Some schools do not cost much while others cost much more. We continue to spend 100% of the money you give on the children but some need more and others less to get the same opportunity. I hope this makes sense and is not a problem to you. Each child receives:

School Fees, Grant for uniform, exercise books, weekly meal (if not boarding), Medical care, Homework club/ text books, medical care, extra tuition for important exam years.

If the child is boarding a package is worked out on an individual basis.
Once you have decided to sponsor a child, please return the Standing Order & Gift Aid Form to the office. We will send you a certificate including their name, a photograph and a few more details. We will also forward any letters that we receive from them. There will also be opportunities to write to them, although this will always be through the Grassroots’ office.
